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Our newest 
collaboration 
with textile artist 
Hiroko Takeda is an 
extension of our own 
creative journey as 
collaborators. In our 
early discussions, 
we considered 
expressing textile as 
structure, with our 
concept evolving into 
an exploration of the 
painterly, inspired by 
the work of Milton 
Avery.
