Wearing gloves, unpack all the components for the CHAIN FLUSH CANOPY with care, ensuring not to 
scratch the surface of the ESCUTCHEON or the U-LINK.

is required. The mounting face of the substrate must be set back 40mm from the ceiling facade.

pilot holes with appropriate SCREW FASTENERS.

Ensure the correct holes on the U-LINK BRACKETS are used. Refer to the template.

Carefully raise the U-LINK through the ESCUTCHEON.

Raise the U-LINK and ESCUTCHEON assembly up to the U-LINK BRACKETS carefully, ensuring the 

holes are aligned. 

Attach and fasten the HEX BOLTS & NUTS, careful not to overtighten or bend the U-LINK BRACKETS.

From the pendant, feed the POWER CABLE through the CORD GRIP as shown and connect to 
the prepared 12V POWER CABLE.

With the ESCUTCHEON in place, ensure the CORD GRIP is adequately secured on to the POWER 

CABLE and make any necessary final adjustments to the PENDANT.

Carefully raise the ESCUTCHEON toward the U-LINK BRACKETS, until the MAGNETS engage, 

ensuring not to catch the POWER CABLE.

10 Conduct a final visual assessment of both the canopy and fixture to ensure all parts have been 

properly fitted and secured. Once satisfied that everything is in working order, remove all remaining 

protective material which will complete the installation process.
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
